Sixth Grade Science

 The science curriculum for Sixth grade is aligned with the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills, (TEKS). Sixth grade students will understand the meaning of Science as defined by the National Academy of Science, “the use of evidence to construct testable explanations and predictions of natural phenomena, as well as the knowledge generated through this process.”

Students in the sixth grade are introduced into the middle school program with extensive instruction in the scientific method, metric system, identification and usage of lab equipment, and the proper use of the science lab including lab safety and procedures. Lab work is integrated throughout the curriculum to review and reinforce scientific concepts. Lab tools such as microscopes, electronic scales, thermometers and lab glassware are also utilized in lab experiments and investigations. Students also participate in the middle school science fair which the winners compete in the Archdiocese of San Antonio Science Fair. 


The middle school science program is designed to be taught in mini-units. The sixth grade unit is interdisciplinary in nature but much of the focus will be on Physical science. The sixth grade strand includes scientific investigations and reasoning, matter and energy, force, motion and energy, earth and space, and organisms and environment.
